HON 340. Colloquium in the Humanities. 3 Credits.

Interdisciplinary exploration of selected topics in the humanities; emphasis on integrating information and perspectives from multiple disciplines and
on student participation through discussion, research, writing, and projects. May be repeated for credit with change in topic. Prereq: Admission to
Honors program.

HON 341. Colloquium in the Social Sciences. 3 Credits.

Interdisciplinary exploration of selected topics in the social sciences; emphasis on integrating information and perspectives from multiple disciplines
and on student participation through discussion, research, writing, and projects. May be repeated for credit with change in topic. Prereq: Admission to
Honors program.

HON 342. Colloquium in the Sciences. 3 Credits.

Interdisciplinary exploration of selected topics in the sciences; emphasis on integrating information and perspectives from multiple disciplines and on
student participation through discussion, research, writing, and projects. May be repeated for credit with change in topic. Prereq: Admission to Honors
program.

HON 386. World Literature: Imaginary Homelands. 3 Credits.

Reading and discussion of works from literatures around the world, including philosophical non-fiction, emphasizing the diversity of responses to the
human condition. Prereq: Admission to Honors Program.

HON 489. Senior Thesis. 1-6 Credits.

Primary research or creative activity under the guidance of a faculty member.
