. At least 36 credits presented for graduation must be in courses numbered 300 or higher.
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. Transfer Students: Must earn a minimum of 60 credits from a baccalaureate-degree granting or professional institution.
a. Of these 60, at least 36 must be NDSU resident credits as defined in #7.

b. Within the 36 resident credits, a minimum of 15 must be in courses numbered 300 or higher and 15 credits in the major field of study.
7. At least 36 credits must be NDSU resident credits. Resident credits include credits registered and paid for at NDSU.
