Master's Program in Applied Statistics
In addition to the Graduate College requirements (http://catalog.ndsu.edu/past-bulletin-archive/2022-23/graduate/admission-information/), the
applicant must:

• Have had at least one programming language 

Joint Master's Program in Computer Science and Statistics
To be admitted with full status into the M.S. program in computer science and statistics, the applicant must satisfy the admission requirements for
both the M.S. program in computer science and the M.S. program in applied statistics.

Ph.D. Program in Statistics
In addition to the Graduate College requirements, the applicant must have an M.S. degree in statistics or related area. Students not holding a master's
degree in statistics or a closely related field will not be admitted to the Ph.D. program in statistics. These students must first apply to the M.S. program
in applied statistics and complete the M.S. degree.

Ph.D. Program in Statistics with emphasis in Sports Statistics
In addition to the Graduate College requirements, the applicant must have an M.S. degree in statistics or related area and some knowledge or interest
in sports.
