Courses

All registrations in Education doctoral courses must be approved by the student’s advisor. Only those courses approved by the student’s supervisory
committee may be included on the final plan of study leading to the degree.

Credit Hours

The Education doctoral programs require a minimum of 90 semester hours beyond the bachelor's degree (a minimum of 60 semester hours beyond
the master's degree). The supervisory committee has authority to approve up to a maximum of 30 credit hours from a Masters degree or equivalent.

The candidate’s major advisor and committee are responsible for approving the program of study and for certifying that the candidate has met the
academic requirements for the doctoral degree.

The doctoral degree is awarded for expertise and excellence in the candidate's chosen field of study as recognized and approved by the advisor and
committee, not just for an accumulation of credits.
